West leads his fourth best Spade, and South should take the first 
trick with his Ace of Spades.  Play the Diamond Queen, then a Dia-
mond to dummy.  If the person holding the Ace of Diamonds holds 
up until the third trick, you still have the spade for an entry into the 
dummy and the long diamonds.  Make your plan at trick one, and 
you will be a success.  Don’t play too fast at trick one.  It will save 
you time in the long run.

North doubles 2 clubs, a lead directing penalty double of an artificial bid.  
East redoubles showing four or more decent Clubs, and West decides to 
sit, with 2+ tricks.  North leads a high Club, to try to stop ruffs.  His 
Clubs are so good that he wants to draw their trumps ASAP. West two 
Spade tricks, two Heart tricks, a Heart ruff in dummy, two Club tricks, 
and in the end game you can throw North in with a trump and force a 
lead from the Diamond King.   You must make a vulnerable redoubled 
overtrick for 1160.

THIS MONTHôS RECIPE 
ñCoca-Cola Sloppy Joesò 

 

1 ½ pounds lean ground beef or turkey 
1 large onion, chopped 
1 cup Coca-Cola

sired.  Heap the ground beef mixture onto the buns, and serve.  If you desire, add coleslaw on 
the buns.  They aren’t called “sloppy” for nothing.  Also, if you like them spicy, add some hot 
sauce.

1. After the 4th suit, a leap to 4NT is natural. 
2. After a two level response followed by a jump rebid of 3NT by opener, 4NT is 

natural. 
3. After a 3 Heart or 3 Spade opening, a direct overcall of 4NT is for the minors. 
4. After a 4 Heart opening, a 4NT overcall is for the minors. 
5. After a 4 Spade opening, 4NT shows a two suited hand. 
6. An opening bid of 4NT asks for Aces.  Period.  The responses are:                    

5 clubs=none. 5 Diamonds, Hearts or Spades shows the Ace of that suit.  5NT shows two 
Aces.  (Don’t hold your breath waiting for this one to come up.)
